"Haiga" is a Japanese literary genre that combines a visual image with a short, 
subtly-linked poem (usually haiku, senryu or tanka). Classic haiga used simple 
ink brush strokes and calligraphy.  Modern haiga use images created in many 
media, including photography.  You can learn more about modern haiga from 

Aurora Antonovic, Ray Rasmussen, and Jerry Dreesen.
