Each team should be comprised of two or three students.  The registration cost for the first team is $550, and $400 for the second team, if the second team is registered by Friday, October 1.  If not registered by October 1, the second team’s cost will be $450.  Included in this price are lunch on Saturday, and also the awards banquet, which will provide your school the opportunity to mingle with judges and other competitors. Your school will be required to provide one brief grader for each team you send, and tournament briefs must be electronically submitted and a hard copy received by Monday, January 10, 2011.   

We are limiting the total number of teams we will allow for competition, so please send in your form and payment early!
